Before each finng. clean  your
molds with a suff nylon brush
remonve any okl kiln wash. Then
give each mold four o five thin,
even coats of  Hotline  Primo
Primer.

=oft brush o apply the primer and
a hair drver w completely dey
each coat before applyving the next.
The maold should be completely

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Next create separate 0% mix-
tures of Cherry Red and Orange
powders mixed with fine ‘Water
Clear frit. To do this, put one
measure of colored,  powder fat

a teaspoon works fine — into each
of two empty containers. Next add
tor each container nine measares of
fine: Water Clear frit. Cover the
comtainers and  thomoughly  shake
ecach w combine the colored and
clear fie,

Flace a piece of paper on your
digital seale and “zero owt” the
display. Pour a combination of the
orange and red ft mixtuares onto
the paper until the scale reads 6
grams.  Withomt mixing the two
frits, lift the paper off the scale
and pour the fric into the larger of
the two maple leaves, Evenly dis-
the frit amund the maold
cavity using a =mall hrush and
gently flatten out the surface with
your finger tps. This method cre-

ates a natural “swirl” of colors tha
mimics the way fall leaves change
color. Hepeat this process with the
smaller maple leaf, but only meas-
uring out 40 grams.
